Ontario move to boost Holocaust education embraced in
Niagara

 
To counter rising incidents of antisemitism, the provincial government says it will expand Holocaust
education, making it mandatory learning for Grade 6 students

A few weeks ago, at Congregation B’nai Israel in St. Catharines, a guest was speaking about her trip to
Central Europe. She showed photos, spoke about her walk through Auschwitz and her feelings when
confronted with the reality of what had happened there.

In the moments afterwards, president Howard Slepkov recalled quote a lyric from the musical “South
Pacific”: “You’ve got to be taught to hate and fear.”

For Slepkov, hatred is not innate but learned behaviour. And education is crucial in ensuring young
children, while still developing their own mind and opinions, learn to be kind to one another, and
accepting of all cultures and religions.

As a former teacher, with a doctorate in education, Slepkov said that starts in the classroom by teaching
students moments in our history when people “have not been treated well.”

Foremost among them, the Holocaust.

“A good system of public education has to begin (in) helping children understand that the Holocaust was a
bad thing and why it was a bad thing,” said Slepkov, while also acknowledging other horrific incidents,
including the Armenian genocide during the First World War, and the persecution of Ukrainian people by
the Russians in the early decades of the 20th century.

But there is no comparison in terms of historical events — the Holocaust was a government-sponsored
program of annihilation of one people by another.

“Nobody did it the way the Germans did it. Systematically. And the aim was to completely eliminate a
people, and that always has to be seen as something above and beyond what’s happened elsewhere,”
Slepkov said. “They have to understand the role the Holocaust played in world history from the 1930s right
up to today.”

Last week, the provincial government announced its intention to expand and strengthen Holocaust
education in Ontario schools. That includes, for the first time, mandatory learning in elementary school, in
Grade 6, in an effort to counter rising incidents of antisemitism.

There are no expectations related to the Holocaust in elementary school, with social studies focusing on
17th-, 18th- and 19th-century history. The 20th century is reserved for high school, with the Holocaust
first addressed on a formal basis in Grade 10 history.

David Hutchison, professor and chair of the department of educational studies at Brock University, said it’s
“terrific” to see the Ministry of Education acknowledge the importance of the Holocaust by introducing it
earlier in the education process.

And Grade 6 is the right time for students to understand the impact of the Holocaust, which remains
“unique unto itself.”

“They’re mature enough to deal with the sensitive nature of discussions around the Holocaust but at an
age-appropriate level,” he said.

Hutchison was also pleased to see, in addition to curriculum changes, professional development for
teachers, which is an “equally important initiative” to make sure the information is taught in a sensitive
way.

A 2021 study conducted by Western University and Liberation75, a group that works with school boards to
deliver Holocaust programming, found one in three students think the Holocaust was fabricated,
exaggerated or they are unsure if it actually happened.

The study also said 40 per cent of students were learning about the Holocaust from social media.

For Hutchinson, those numbers make school education crucial for students to learn the facts about
Holocaust as a singular event, as well as the implications which came from it, including the development
of the United Nations, immigration and refugee policies, the evolution of human rights and anti-crime
policy.

“We live in a time when there is really a proliferation of conspiracy theories out there, and some of those
relate to Holocaust denial, and I think this is an effort to also combat that in a formalized way to the
education system,” he said.

It’s also important as antisemitism continues to prevail in Canada.

Recent Statistics Canada data showed that while only making up one per cent of the population, Jewish
Canadians continued to be the most targeted religious minority for hate crimes in the country. In 2021,
they were victims of 14 per cent of all reported hate crimes.

For Slepkov, the fact this conversation is ongoing is surprising — but not that surprising. With false
information so readily available, it’s on schools to provide students the knowledge of what the swastika
represents and how Nazism rose “on the back of the persecution of people of different faiths and different
cultures,”

“The only way we can battle that ignorance and lack of understanding of the world is through education,”
said Slepkov. “The only way in which we are going to end up with a society where people respect one
another and understand what’s happening around them, and look at things intelligently, is if we teach
them. If we remember, it’s important.”
